Cumbria Fire & Rescue Service Fire Control


The Town Clerk drew attention to various emails received on this matter which had been forwarded to Councillors. An email had also been received from Cllr. J. Airey as a result of attending a County Cabinet meeting at which a decision was made to move the centre jointly with other North West Authorities from Cockermouth to Warrington. New technology at the new centre will mean that Cumbrian residents will have a safer improved service. This was also supported by the leader of Cumbria County Council and the Chief Fire Officer. It was hoped that local jobs will not be affected. The Town Council accepted the decision.

Severe Weather Preparedness Forum


This took place in Barrow on 16 September 2011 and the forum was chaired by John Woodcock MP. Cllrs. R. Gill and N. Bishop-Rowe attended the meeting. Cllr. Gill said that a number of issues were addressed. These included the future gritting policy response from the police, ambulance and fire services on how they would cope with another severe winter, the provision of salt in tubs and the use of small spreaders. There was also mention of flooding issues and blocked drains. Parishes working with LAPs was needed with local plans dovetailing with District Plans. Cllr. Jenkinson said that she would raise this at the next LAP meeting. Cllr. Bishop-Rowe referred to Local Emergency Plans which needed to be addressed.
