DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST :

Cllrs. J. Jenkinson & B. Wilkinson declared a personal interest in Agenda Item 7, with regard to planning applications as a member of the District Council Planning Committee and would not be taking part in the discussions or in voting.

PRESENTATION BY MICHAEL KEANE, ASSISTANT DIRECTOR, SOCIAL ENTERPRISE & CAROLINE LEIGH, ASSET MANAGER, SLDC ON THE GILL TOILETS :

Michael Keane explained that following informal meetings on this issue, SLDC were reviewing future options on the operation of certain toilet facilities throughout South Lakeland. This included the facility at the Gill. It was open for discussion as to whether Ulverston Town Council wished to take on the responsibility for the Gill Toilets as they had done for the Brogden Street toilets. Caroline Leigh said that there was the opportunity for the Town Council to review this based on financial information. For the Town Council to start to consider the transfer of the Gill toilets, SLDC propose a revenue contribution of £15,000 plus rates and a capital contribution of £80,000, subject to reviewing what the public convenience requires on site. It was made clear that if the Town Council decided not to take over this facility, SLDC would continue to take responsibility. Caroline Leigh said that the revenue grant of £15K pa would be for 3 to 5 years, subject to review. With regard to the capital contribution of £80,000, SLDC could either arrange for refurbishment or transfer the money to UTC. This could include a charging mechanism. SLDC would lease the facility but retain the asset as for the Brogden Street toilets.

Cllr. Jenkinson considered that a small working group should examine this in more detail, with 2 representatives from each political group. Councillor Lister then proposed that this recommendation should be taken forward with SLDC providing any additional information as required. This was seconded by Councillor Jenkinson and agreed.
